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DiGiWiN Setup - GTCo Rollup Digitizer(
With USB-to-Serial Port Adapter

In order for your Rollup digitizer and DiGiWiN to communicate, the digitizer is connected to your computer via a “serial” data cable. Both the digitizer and DiGiWiN must subsequently be set up to use the same communications protocol. However, most of the new computers being produced today don’t have a serial port. They do have USB ports so you must use a USB-to-Serial Port Adapter. If you are using a Belkin Adapter purchased from Prosoft, this documentation will help you with the setup process for both the adapter and the digitizer. This document was tested with and assumes you are running Windows XP.

1.
USB-to-Serial Port Adapter (F5U409/F5U109) installation:


a.
Insert the Prosoft CD in your CD drive. Depending on your system’s settings, the DiGiWiN installation program should launch after 10-20 seconds. If it launches, select Exit Setup to cancel the DiGiWiN installation. The DiGiWiN installation program will remove installation files copied to your hard drive.


b.
Launch either your My Computer or Windows Explorer program and navigate to your CD drive (usually drive D or E).



1.
Locate the folder titled F5U409 on the Prosoft CD. Right-click on the folder to display an option menu and then left-click on the Copy option.



2.
Navigate back to your C drive. Right click on the C drive to display the option menu again and then left click on the Paste option. The folder and it’s contents will be copied to your C drive.


c.
Plug the Belkin USB-to-Serial Port adapter into an available USB port. Windows should find a new device and the “… New Hardware Wizard” should appear. NOTE: If Windows does not find a new device, follow the uninstall instructions first.



1.
When Windows asks, “What do you want the wizard to do?”, choose the option, “Install from a list or specific location (advanced).” and then click Next.



2.
On the next window, choose the option, “Include this location in the search”, type in the path C:\F5U409, and then click Next.



3.
The Wizard will search for drivers and display the next window. If it finds drivers in multiple locations, select the location C:\F5U409 and click Next.



4.
The Wizard will install the adapter drivers. When the last window appears, select Finish to complete the adapter installation.


d.
Check the installation COM port number for the Belkin adapter. NOTE: Digiwin will only operate using comm ports 1, 2, 3, or 4.



1.
From either your Start option or your desktop, right-click on My Computer to display an options menu and left-click on Properties to display the System Properties window.



2.
Click on the Hardware tab and then on the Device Manager button.  Click on the plus sign to the left of Ports (COM & LPT). The entry, “Belkin Serial on USB Port (COMx)” (where x is the port number) should appear. Make note of the com port number here: ____ (Com1, is the most commonly used port). It will be okay as long as it’s in the range 1 thru 4. It will be the com port number that will be used in the digitizer setup information in the DiGiWiN application later in the documentation. 

2.
The settings in the digitizer itself must be compatible with the digitizer setup settings in DiGiWiN. This is accomplished through the use of pre-defined communications protocols GTCo calls SuperSets. SuperSets are programmed into the digitizer itself; it’s just a matter of selecting the correct one. The SuperSet Menus, a sample of which is shown below, are located in the lower left and upper right corners of your Rollup tablet. For this particular installation use the digitizer pen to select S 3 7 on the SuperSet menu. If done correctly, you will hear four short beeps/tones confirming a successful SuperSet code entry. If you hear three long tones, the process has been aborted and must be entered again. If you make a mistake while entering a SuperSet code, digitize in the active area one time and listen for the three long tones indicating an aborted setup. Then re-enter the SuperSet code.

If DiGiWiN hasn’t already been installed, please install it now. Please refer to the DiGiWiN installation documentation to install the program. 

4.
To configure DiGiWiN to accept SuperSet 37 data, select Configure | Setup Digitizer and change the settings to be exactly the same as the window, below, with one exception: enter the correct Digitizer Port from the com port you recorded in 1d2, above.
